Electronic Kiosk Now Available in the Library

Health is Wealth, an electronic touch-screen kiosk is now located in 

the consumer health area of the HAM-TMC Library. The concept 

for these kiosks was developed in 2002-2003. Two kiosks were

placed in public libraries in the Houston area.

The kiosk contains 37 health brochures in five languages: Spanish,

Vietnamese, Chinese, Korean, and English, for a total of 185

brochures, on topics such as diabetes, hepatitis, HIV, and nutrition.

Brochures are accessible via touch-screen and printing of brochures 

is free of charge.

HAM-TMC Library and the Asian American Health

Coalition of Houston. It is funded by the Friends of the

Texas Medical Center Library, with a gift from the

Burlington Resources Foundation, and Tammy Tran,

Houston Attorney. The kiosk is a continuation of the

Consumer Health Information for Asians project, which

began providing paper health information brochures 

in Chinese, Vietnamese, and English in 2000.
